PART 1 -  GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

1.2 DEFINITIONS

Retain terms below that remain after this Section has been edited for a project.

A. Unit price is an amount incorporated in the Agreement, applicable during the duration of the Work as a price per unit of measurement for materials, equipment, or services, or a portion of the Work, added to or deducted from the Contract Sum by appropriate modification, if the scope of Work or estimated quantities of Work required by the Contract Documents are increased or decreased.
1.3 PROCEDURES

A. Owner approval for use of Unit Prices is required.

B. Unit prices include all necessary material, plus cost for delivery, installation, insurance, overhead, and profit.

Usually retain "Measurement and Payment" Paragraph below.  It will suffice for all but the most complex projects.

C. Measurement and Payment:  See individual Specification Sections for work that requires establishment of unit prices.  Methods of measurement and payment for unit prices are specified in those Sections.

Usually first retain paragraph below.  It protects Owner in case of dispute.

D. Owner reserves the right to reject Contractor's measurement of work-in-place that involves use of established unit prices and to have this work measured, at Owner's expense, by an independent surveyor acceptable to Contractor.

Retain "List of Unit Prices" Paragraph below and revise to suit Project.

E. List of Unit Prices:  A schedule of unit prices is included in Part 3.  Specification Sections referenced in the schedule contain requirements for materials described under each unit price.

3.1 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – EXCAVATION 
The following are typical examples of Unit Costs.  Delete examples or edit as required for Project.  Only include Unit Costs if necessary and when unknown conditions exist.

A. Unit Price <#>:  Unsatisfactory Soil Removal
1. Description:  Unsatisfactory soil excavation and disposal [off] [on] site, as required, according to Division 31 Section "Earth Moving."
2. Unit of Measurement: Cubic yards of soil excavated [based on survey of volume removed].
B. Unit Price No. <#>: Subsurface Rock Removal

1. Description:  Classified rock excavation and disposal [off] [on] site, as required, according to Division 31 Section "Earth Moving."

2. Unit of Measurement: Cubic yards of rock excavated, [based on survey of volume removed].
C. Unit Price No. <#>:  Replacement of excavated material with satisfactory soil material.

1. Description:  Replacement of excavated material with satisfactory fill material from [off] [on] site source, as required, according to Division 31 Section "Earth Moving."

2. Unit of Measurement: Cubic yards, [based on survey of volume removed].
D. Unit Price No. <#>:  Replacement of excavated material with engineered fill material.

1. Description:  Replacement of excavated material with engineered fill material from [off] [on] site source, as required, according to Division 31 Section "Earth Moving."

2. Unit of Measurement: Cubic yards, [based on survey of volume removed].
E. Unit Price No. <#>:  Replacement of excavated material with granular fill material.

1. Description:  Replacement of excavated material with elect granular fill material from [off] [on] site source, as required, according to Division 31 Section "Earth Moving."

2. Unit of Measurement: Cubic yards, [based on survey of volume removed].
3.2 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – SELECTIVE DEMOLITION
A. Unit Price No. <#>:  Cutting and patching of concrete floor slabs on grade.

1. Description:  Cutting of new or existing concrete floor slabs up to 6 inches thick [during normal business hours] [after normal business hours], removal and excavation as required and subsequent backfill, compaction, [installation of vapor barrier] and patching of concrete according to Division 01 Section "Execution." not otherwise indicated in the Contract Documents.

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet of concrete removed.

B. Unit Price No. <#>:  Cutting and patching of elevated concrete floor slabs.

1. Description:  Cutting of new or existing concrete floor slabs up to 6 inches thick [during normal business hours] [after normal business hours], removal and excavation as required, and subsequent patching of concrete according to Division 01 Section "Execution." not otherwise indicated in the Contract Documents.

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet of concrete removed.
3.3 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – STEEL
A. Unit Price No. <#>:  Miscellaneous steel and structural steel.

1. Description:  Miscellaneous steel[, lintels,] [and other supports] not otherwise indicated in the Contract Documents, including fabrication [and installation] and according to Division 05 Sections "Structural Steel Framing" and "Metal Fabrications."

2. Unit of Measurement: Weight in pounds.
3.4 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – SUBSTRATE PREPARATIONS FOR FLOOR FINISHES
A. Unit Price No. <#>:  Concrete slab preparation for finish floor installation by manual method.
1. Description:  Manual removal of existing flooring and adhesives is included in the scope of work for the project limits identified.  For areas outside the project limits when removal of existing adhesive and flooring is required, manually remove remnants of existing flooring and adhesive materials from existing concrete substrates by scraping method.
2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
B. Unit Price No. <#>:  Concrete slab preparation for finish floor installation by mechanical method.
1. Description:  Mechanical removal of existing flooring and adhesives is included in the scope of work for the project limits identified.  For areas outside the project limits when existing adhesive and flooring is required, mechanically remove remnants of existing flooring and adhesive materials by [grinding,] [and] [sanding] method from existing concrete substrates when materials are not removed by conventional means. 

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.

C. Unit Price No. <#>:  Concrete slab preparation for finish floor installation by bead blasting.
1. Description:  Bead blasting is included in the scope of work for the project limits identified.  For areas outside the project limits when bead blasting is required, remove all foreign materials (including but not limited to chemicals, curing compounds, sealers, construction layout markings, etc.) from existing concrete substrates by bead blasting.
2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.

D. Unit Price No. <#>:  Moisture Control System for concrete slabs - Ardex
1. Description:  Provide a two-coat moisture control system as manufactured by Ardex for [new] [existing] concrete slabs including the complete preparation of slabs per manufacturer’s requirements.
2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
E. Unit Price No. <#>:  Moisture Control System for concrete slabs -Koster
1. Description:  Provide a two-coat moisture control system as manufactured by Koster for [new] [existing] concrete slabs including the complete preparation of slabs per manufacturer’s requirements.
2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
F. Unit Price No. <#>:  Moisture Control System for concrete slabs - Chapco
1. Description:  Provide a two-coat moisture control system as manufactured by Chapco for [new] [existing] concrete slabs, including the complete preparation of slabs per manufacturer’s requirements.
2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
G. Unit Price No. <#>:  Floor Leveler

1. Description:  Provide cementitious type floor leveling material to patch existing floor where floor leveling material in excess of 1/4" thick is required.

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet (per 1/4" thick increments).
3.5 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – SUBSTRATE PREPARATIONS FOR WALL FINISHES
A. Unit Price No. <#>:  Patching existing wall surface

1. Description:  Patch and repair finish surface of existing [gypsum board] [plaster] where removal of existing materials or finishes adversely affects the ability of the surface to receive new finishes.

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
3.6 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – ELECTRICAL
A. Unit Price No. <#>:  Electrical Conduit

1. Description:  Provide <insert type and size of required conduit> conduit [above accessible ceiling] [above inaccessible ceiling] with all associated [data] [electrical] wiring and connections as required.

2. Unit of Measurement: Linear feet.
3.7 SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES – SITE WORK
A. Unit Price No. <#>:  Site demolition of concrete paving: 

1. Description: All labor, materials, and equipment to remove <insert thickness in inches> thick concrete paving [including <insert base material thickness> thick base material]. 

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
B. Unit Price No. <#>:  Site demolition of asphalt paving: 

1. Description: All labor, materials, and equipment to remove <insert thickness in inches> thick asphalt paving [including <insert base material thickness> thick base material]. 
2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
C. Unit Price No. <#>:  Asphalt paving: 

1. Description: Provide [normal-duty] [heavy duty] asphalt paving including base material, grading and compaction to meet the requirements of Division 32 "Asphalt Paving”

2. Unit of Measurement: Square yard.
D. Unit Price No. <#>: Concrete curb and gutter: 

1. Description: Provide concrete curbs [and gutters], [matching the design in the documents] [matching the existing conditions], including all site preparation, formwork, and other materials to meet the requirements of Division 32 "Concrete Paving”.

2. Unit of Measurement: Linear feet. 

E. Unit Price No.<#>: Concrete walkway: 

1. Description: All work associated with purchase, preparation, subgrade and installation of concrete walkway <insert width of walk> wide, to meet the requirements of Division 32 "Concrete Paving”.

2. Unit of Measurement: Square feet.
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
